The Fourth Annual Jones River Herring Count is underway! The Jones River Environmental 
Heritage Center has organized and trained a group of over 40 volunteers to count the herring as they 
move up the Elm Street fish ladder in Kingston. The first fish have been spotted below the ladder and 
more are expected to make the transit as the water starts to warm up. The counting program runs 
from April 1st through June 1st with the goal of monitoring this dramatically declining fish population 
in order to protect the existing fish, help educate the public about the seriousness of the situation and 
estimate their potential for comeback as obstacles to their migration and spawning are removed. 

 

Jones River Landing is preparing to launch Herrings Count! Fab Fish Art, a herring run season 
contest in cooperation with the Kingston Arts Festival. The Landing encourages groups and 
individuals of all ages to participate in this fun event by submitting an artistic rendering of a river 
herring that will be displayed at various locations around Kingston in the weeks leading up to the 
Kingston Arts Festival taking place on June 28th.  The art projects will be judged and everyone will 
have a chance to vote for their favorite with cash prizes being awarded for the JudgesÕ Choice and the 
ViewersÕ Choice. Entry forms are available at the Jones River Landing or online at www.jonesriver.org. 
Entry Forms must be submitted by May 15th and art projects must be completed by May 30th. The 
first ten entries received will be eligible for a $50 stipend from the Landing to help cover the cost of 
materials for the project when submitted.
