* All submissions should be at least 3 feet by 1! feet to be visible from a distance

* All submissions should also be portable and able to be displayed outside without being
damaged by weather

* Any variety of project mediums are welcomed from pop to folk art including painting,
sculpture, drawing, flags or anything else creative, interesting and fun!

* The first 10 entry forms received will be eligible for a $50 stipend to help cover the cost of
materials upon submission of the project

*  Viewers' choice prize will be awarded to the project receiving the most votes online and while
on display at the festival

* Judges choice prize will be awarded by a panel of judges and announced at the festival

* May 16™ — Confirm entry and provide description of project concept and title if applicable

* May 30™ - Art projects must be completed and delivered to Jones River Landing for pre-
display welcoming event

* June 1" & 2" — Projects delivered and set-up at display locations

* June 27* — Projects picked up from display sites

* June 28" - Kingston Arts Festival - entries are judged and prizes awarded
